Epistle:  A reading from the Second Letter of Saint Paul to the Galatians: (Gal. 6:11-18) 

Brethers and Sisters, see, I write to you in my own large handwriting! Those who are trying 

to force you to be circumcised are making a play for human approval – with an eye to escaping 

persecution for the cross of Christ. The very ones who accept circumcision do not follow 

the law of Christ. The very ones who accept circumcision do not follow the law themselves. 

They want to be circumcised only that they may boast about your bodily observance.

Gospel: (John 3:13-17) 

The Lord said: “No one has gone up to heaven except the One who came down from there – the Son of Man 

(who is in heaven). Just as Moses lifted up the serpent in the desert, so must the Son of Man be lifted up, that all who 

believe may have eternal life in him.  Yes, God so loved the world that he gave his only Son, that whoever believes in 

him may not die but may have eternal life. God did not send the Son into the world to condemn the world, but that the 

world might be saved through him.

ability, you are in the state of Grace.  If for any of these or other reasons you cannot receive Holy Communion, you 

are very welcome to come for a blessing. Please indicate to the priest that you would like to receive his blessing.

TODAY’S GOSPEL REFLECTION: 
     Yesterday, on September 8th, we celebrated a very special day 
in the life of our church, the Birth of the Blessed Virgin Mary, 

the Theotokos/ Mother of God. Mary is called Blessed because 
she was specially chosen from all the women who ever lived to 
fulfil a very special plan that God was about to make known. 
“His incarnation,” God living in the World as Flesh. Now the 

incarnation required an earthly mother. But who was worthy of 
such a calling? 
    God went to prepare “the perfect earthly dwelling” for His 

Only Begotten Son’s entry into this earthly world. But in the end 

it was Mary’s YES, a reply that was given freely and of her own 
accord that allowed God’s salvific plan to be realised.  

“By your birth, O immaculate one, Joachim and Anna were 

freed from the reproach of childlessness, and Adam and Eve from 
the corruption of death. And your people, redeemed from the guilt 

of their sins, celebrate as they cry out to you: “The barren one gives 
birth to the Mother of God and nourisher of our life.
