This church letter / bulletin has been thoughtfully prepared for you to pray, read, spiritual 
growth and as Christians with conscious, constant awareness of The Divine Creator to 

evangelize daily and by responsibly and honestly sharing with all people the Good 
News/Gospel of Our Lord, God and Saviour Jesus Christ in the World today!      
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Liturgical propers in English language:    
 

Liturgical Instruction: After the priest exclaims “Blessed is the Kingdom” and we have responded “Amen,” the clergy sing the 
following Troparion once and the people repeat it. Then the clergy sing the first half, and we conclude it. This is done every day until 
the Wednesday before Ascension Thursday. Christ is risen from the dead, conquering death by death, and to those in the tombs 
He granted life. (3x) 

 

Troparion (Tone 2): When You went down to death, O Life Immortal, You struck Hades dead with the blazing light of Your 
divinity. When You raised the dead from the nether world, all the powers of heaven cried out: “O Giver of Life, Christ our God, glory be 
to You!” 

Troparion (Tone 2): The noble Joseph took down Your most pure body from the tree. He wrapped it in a clean shroud, and with 
aromatic spices and placed it in burial in a new tomb. But on the third day You arose, O Lord, granting the world Your great mercy. 

Glory be to the Father and to the Son and to the Holy Spirit. 
Kontakion (Tone 2): You commanded the myrrh-bearers to rejoice, O Christ God, and ended the grief of our mother Eve by 

Your resurrection. You ordered the apostles to proclaim to all: “The Saviour is risen from the tomb.” 
Now and for ever and ever. Amen.

                                          Epistle: A reading from the Acts of the Apostles’: (Acts 6:1-7) 
In those days, as the number of disciples grew, the ones who spoke Greek complained that their widows were being neglected 

in the daily distribution of food, as compared with the widows of those who spoke Hebrew. The Twelve assembled the community of 
the disciples and said, “It is not right for us to neglect the word of God in order to wait on tables. Look around among your own number, 
brothers, for seven men acknowledged to be deeply spiritual and prudent, and we shall anoint them to this task. This will permit us to 
concentrate on prayer and the ministry of the word. The proposal was unanimously accepted by the community.      

 Following this they selected Stephen, a man filled with faith and the Holy Spirit; Philip, Prochorus, Nicanor, Timon, Parmenas, 
and Nicolaus of Antioch, who had been a convert to Judaism. They presented these men to the apostles, who first prayed over them 
and then imposed hands on them.  

The word of God continued to spread, while at the same time the number of the disciples in Jerusalem enormously increased. 
There were many priests among those who embraced the faith.     

Alleluia (Tone 8): You have shown favor to Your land, O Lord; You brought back the captives of Jacob (Ps 84:2). Mercy and 
truth have met; righteousness and peace have embraced (Ps 84:11). 

Gospel (Mark 15:43-16:8) 
At that time, Joseph from Arimathea arrived – a distinguished member of the Sanhedrin. He was another who looked forward 

to the reign of God. He was bold enough to seek an audience with Pilate and urgently requested the body of Jesus. Pilate was surprised 
that Jesus should have died so soon. He summoned the centurion and inquired whether Jesus was already dead. Learning from him 
that he was dead, Pilate released the corpse to Joseph. Then, having bought a linen shroud, Joseph took him down, wrapped him in 
the linen, and laid him in a new tomb which had been cut out of rock. Finally he rolled a stone across the entrance of the tomb. 
Meanwhile, Mary Magdalene and Mary the mother of Joses observed where he had been laid.  

When the Sabbath was over, Mary Magdalene, Mary the mother of James, and Salome bought perfumed oils with which they 
intended to go and anoint Jesus. Very early, just after sunrise, on the first day of the week they came to the tomb. They were saying 
to one another, “Who will roll back the stone for us from the entrance to the tomb?” When they looked, they found that the stone had 
been rolled back (It was a huge one.) On entering the tomb they saw a young man sitting at the right, dressed in a white robe. This 
frightened them thoroughly, but he reassured them: “You need not be amazed! You are looking for Jesus of Nazareth, the one who 
was crucified. He has been raised up; he is not here. See the place where they laid him. Go now and tell his disciples and Peter, ‘He 
is going ahead of you to Galilee, where you will see him just as he told you.’” They made their way out and fled from the tomb bewildered 
and trembling; and because of their great fear, they said nothing to anyone.

Son has risen from the tomb on the third day, and raised the dead. Let all people rejoice!

REMINDER for families of individuals, who are admitted to hospital - If you or a family member 
is admitted to hospital and you wish to have a priest visit, please be sure to have someone call our parish rectory office to make this 

request. Your pastor may have no other way of knowing that you are in hospital, as privacy legislation.  
 

       SPIRIT OF CHRISTIAN AWARENESS: Dear parishioners, if our brother or sister in Christ, who usually sits next to you, is 
not in the Church today, please phone him / her and ask how he / she is doing. Let him or her know that our parish community 
misses his or her at the church very much and prays for them daily!  We also pray for the people of Ukraine, that with the help of 
the Holy Spirit, they may obtain social peace, political harmony and economic stability: Lord, hear us and have mercy.   
 

       Basic Guidelines for Reception of Holy Communion: You are a member of the Catholic Church (faithful of the Orthodox 
churches are very welcome to receive Holy Communion); 2) You have participated in the Sacrament of Confession at least during the 
Easter or Christmas seasons this past year if not more frequently; 3) You attend Divine Services regularly; 4) Your lifestyle is consistent 
with the teaching of the Catholic Church; 5) You have kept the Liturgical fast – no food at least one hour prior to the Divine Liturgy 
(water and medicine does not break the fast). 6) You have been in church from the beginning of the service, or at least heard the 
Gospel. 7) To the best of your ability, you are in the state of Grace. If for any of these or other reasons you cannot receive Holy 
Communion, you are very welcome to come for a blessing. Please indicate to the priest that you would like to receive his blessing. 
 

       Pastoral and Sacramental Ministry:  Baptisms: by appointment.    Marriages: six months’ notice should be given to the parish 
priest, and he should be contacted before any other arrangements are made.   Reconciliation: by appointment.      Holy Communion: 
for the sick, by appointment, any time. Holy Unction (Anointing of the Sick): Those anticipating surgery, hospitalization or treatments 
and who would like to receive anointing (by appointment, any time). Funerals and Memorials: by appointment.

An invisible force has been saving me all this time:  

A wounded young man from Bakhmut baptized in Lviv.

 A 16-year-old boy named Mykyta from Bakhmut, severely injured by 
artillery shelling in his hometown, received the Sacrament of Baptism at St. 
Nicholas Children’s Hospital in Lviv. The doctors who saved his life became 
his godparents. 

An invisible force has been saving me all this time: A wounded young man from Bakhmut baptized in Lviv 
The young man said that when he left the house to fetch water, the shelling started, killing his nephew and wounding his 

cousin. Mykyta’s body was hit by six shell fragments. 
Having stabilized Mykyta’s condition, doctors sent him by evacuation train to the First Medical Association of Lviv, where 

pediatric surgeons operated on and saved the young man. Doctors say that Mykyta was “born in a bulletproof vest.” 
The boy notes, “Some invisible force has been saving me all this time.” Therefore, after the experience, Mykyta and his 

mother, Tetiana, decided to receive the Sacrament of Baptism. 
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Patriarch Josyf Cardinal Slipyj teaches and reminds all: 

“Today faith in God, in Christ – is the most important thing. 
How many people lose their faith, become careless, 

do not even rea lize, that  a human person without faith
