Epistle: A reading from the Letter of Saint Paul to the Romans (Rm. 5:1-10)

Brethren, now that we have been justified by faith, we are at peace with God through our Lord Jesus Christ. Through Him
we have gained access by faith to the grace in which we now stand, and we boast of our hope for the glory of God. But not only
that — we even boast of our afflictions! We know that affliction makes for endurance, and endurance for tested
virtue, and tested virtue for hope. And this hope will not leave us disappointed, because the love of God has
been poured out in our hearts through the Holy Spirit Who has been given to us.

At the appointed time, when we were still powerless, Christ died for us, godless men. It is rare that
anyone should lay down his life for a just man, though it is barely possible that for a good man someone may
have the courage to die. It is precisely in this that God proves His love for us: that while we were still sinners, Christ died for us.

Now that we have been justified by His blood, it is all the more certain that we shall be saved by Him from God’s wrath.
For if, when we were God’s enemies, we were reconciled to Him by the death of His Son, it is all the more certain that we who
have been reconciled will be saved by His life.

The Lord said: ‘The eye is the body’s lamp. If your eyes are good, your body will be filled with light; if your eyes are bad,
your body will be in darkness. And if your light is darkness, how deep will the darkness be!

| warn you, then; do not worry about your livelihood, what you are to eat or drink or use for clothing. Is not life more than
food?

The
unbelievers are always running after these things. Your Heavenly Father knows all that you need. Seek first His Kingship over

you, His way of holiness, and all these things will be given you besides.

Today, in a special way, through the celebration of the Divine Liturgy, the Savior
becomes true sustenance, real life for Ukrainian soldiers who receive communion

from our chaplains and the wounded in hospitals who seek the fullness of healing
and true life.

And it is so important for our Church on this day to understand that in the
circumstances of war, we must give our people something more than food packages,
more than earthly bread.

We will fully accomplish our mission when we feed our wounded people with the bread of heaven — the Body and Blood of
our Savior, stated the Father and Head of the Ukrainian Greek Catholic Church, His Beatitude Sviatoslav, during a sermon on
the Feast of Solemnity of the Most Holy Body and Blood of Christ.

First, His Beatitude Sviatoslav noted that on this holiday, the Church draws all our attention to the greatest gift of Pentecost,
which the Holy Spirit gives to God’s people every day — the Sacrament of the Body and Blood of our Savior.

The archbishop emphasized that Christ, the Word of God, not only became flesh, taking on human nature, but also became
true, real food. Christ said: “I am the real food. And my blood is the real drink.”

On the feast of the Holy Eucharist, His Beatitude Sviatoslav emphasized that we are spiritually inept in fighting our sins,
weaknesses, and vices and cannot overcome evil without being partakers of the true sustenance — the Body and Blood of our
Savior: “For our present, for our spiritual life, the Sacrament of the Eucharist is its source and apex. The Sacrament of the
Eucharist is the source of all Christian life.”

“In the most difficult moments of the history of the Church of Christ, in the greatest moments of a personal trial of every
Christian, which sometimes the mystics of the Church of Christ describe as darkness or desert, the Sacrament of the Eucharist
is the Sacrament of the presence of God among us; the Sacrament of the presence of the One for whom we seek when we are
in distress; the Sacrament of the presence of the One for whom we cry out: ‘God, where are You?’ when Russian missiles or
Russian drones rain on us every night. Christ is present among us today in the Sacrament of Body and Blood, in His Body and
His Blood,” the Primate emphasized.

Analysts estimate that in the coming months, millions of Ukrainians will search for food — food security will be one of the most
critical aspects of the nation’s survival.

“The best way to celebrate this Sacrament today is to feed the thirsty, hungry Ukrainian people with heavenly bread. For Christ
said: ‘Whoever eats my body and drinks my blood has eternal life, and | will raise him up at the last day.” We ask that today no
one in Ukraine will lack this heavenly bread,” concluded the Head of the UGCC.

The most alarming is that the Russians are not saving people, but
killing them, shooting at those who want to save lives. Criminals watch
in cold blood as people die, stated by the Father and Head of the
Ukrainian Greek Catholic Church, His Beatitude Sviatoslav, in a
traditional video address on the 69" week of the full-scale invasion of the

The Primate noted that having no success on the battlefield and being unable to crush the spirit of courage of the Ukrainian
army, Russian criminals are shelling peaceful towns and villages and continue to commit war crimes.

“But the enemy fails to demoralize us. Ukrainians are uniting more and more, collaborating, and helping each other. And
today, | want the world to hear again: Ukraine stands, Ukraine fights, Ukraine prays!” said the Head of the Church.

He noted that a pivotal event took place this week that will go down in history as one of the most fateful man-made disasters
in Europe today — on the night of June 6, Russians blew up the dam of the Kakhovka hydroelectric power plant. Before that,
they deliberately had raised the water level in the Kakhovka Sea to increase the deadly force of the wave.

“Today we already classify this type of action as ecocide — a crime against the environment and genocide — the deliberate
mass destruction of the Ukrainian population in the occupied territories,” said His Beatitude Sviatoslav.

The Primate expressed pain over the fact that the world community and international organizations have barely reacted to this
crime, and the International Committee of the Red Cross, which was the only hope for saving Ukrainians in the occupied territory,
is doing nothing.

His Beatitude Sviatoslav thanked all those who, at different levels in different countries, have actively contributed to the noble
deed of saving Ukrainians, so today, emergency aid is being sent to Ukraine to save those whose right to life is being taken
away by water, which the Russians have turned into a weapon of mass destruction in our homeland.

According to him, our entire Church, including Ukraine, is mobilizing to save those who have suffered from this crime. Our
parishes are collecting everything they need, especially drinking water. The Patriarchal Foundation “Wise Cause” is preparing
additional food packages to be sent to the disaster area.

The Head of the UGCC once again called on the international community: “Do not be afraid to tell the truth about the crime
of the Russians, which caused such a great disaster to man and God'’s creation! Let God’s truth be the guiding star, our light
in these difficult circumstances.”
