If for any of these or other reasons you cannot receive Holy Communion, you are
very welcome to come for a blessing. Please indicate to the priest that you would like to receive his blessing.

Pastoral and Sacramental Ministry: Baptisms: by appointment. Marriages: six months’ notice should be given to the parish
priest, and he should be contacted before any other arrangements are made. Reconciliation: by appointment. Holy Communion:
for the sick, by appointment, any time. Holy Unction (Anointing of the Sick): Those anticipating surgery, hospitalization or treatments and
who would like to receive anointing (by appointment, any time). Funerals and Memorials: by appointment.

This is a very exciltfng
project and will provide aur church with a beautiful facility to gather as a Christian family, host events, and rent out as a
zaurce of revenue. We are also pleased to report that the full cost of the renovation was donated by one of aur

parishioners, so it will not finandally impact cur chiurch.

The parizh hall was built in the “80s, and several items are in need of upgrading or complete replacement because they
no longer work. This renovation will indude the following items.

Stretch ceiling to cover the spray-on ceiling, including LED lights and larger fans.

Sand and refinizh the hardwood floor

Mew electrical outlets, new light switches, and replace all the floor vents. Millwark to hide pipes and electrical.
Paint all the walls and ceilings of the foyer, bathrooms, kitchen, and large hall walls.

Mew LED lights in the Kitchen, hall, and foyer.

New swamp cooler in the kitchen, which currently is disconnected and not functional.

Replace the main air conditioner unit in the hall, which is not working anymare, and extend the ducting to
provide better cooling.

Service the existing furmaces and clean out the entire ducting system, which has not been done in years|

A new upgraded Audio and Visual package, including wireless microphones, Bluetooth connectivity, an automatic
screen, and an HD projector mounted from the ceiling.

Mew roller shades for the kitchen.

Storage cabinets along the east wall by the kitchen, with countertops.

Extended bar and kitchen counters.

A new coffee station with upgraded coffee machines|

Bathroom upgrades, induding new LED lights, paint, and upgraded plumbing (which is currently below building
code}, along with new sinks and tailets.

In additicn, THE FIRE INSPECTOR RECENTLY FAILED OUR ENTIRE FIRE ALARM SYSTEM as it is not fundianing properly.
This “fail” grade by the fire department means that if a fire damages our church, we will not be eligible for insurance
coverage. As such, we will upgrade the entire system, induding a new Fire Contral Panel and 11 new smoke detectors,
upgraded fire extinguishers, and a new fire suppression system in the kitchen, which currently does not wark.

Thiz exciting and neceszary list of repairs and upgrades will take approximately 90 days to complete. We are going to
start this project on lanuary 2, 2024, and will be done before Easter weaesk on March 24", During this tirme, the hall will
be inaccessible. We appreciate your patience during this time and ask that you understand that several of these items
need to be replaced and ficeed.

The blessing of homes constitutes an invocative blessing, meaning that by his prayer and
as we come and go-. by the sprinkling of Holy Water the priest invokes God'’s blessings and protection upon the
home and those living in it.

Wlth lOVC zmd frlends. a year and the church is blessed with the newly blessed water every year, so should our

homes be sanctified with Holy Water to invoke God’s blessings and protection on it and its

inhabitants. As we renew the insurance on our home every year, so we should renew our insurance of God’s protection and His
blessing which is of greater importance and more effective.

What should we do during a home blessing? As we welcome our priest during the holy season of Theophany to bless our home,
let us be mindful that he is bringing to us the "blessing of the Jordan,” and that unless God protects and blesses our home, we
"labour in vain." (Ps. 12 7:1)

Each family is considered a small church and the family table is the home altar. When the priest comes, have as many family
members there as possible. If you do not have an icon corner, ensure that you set up a place for prayer either at the kitchen or
dining table. On the table include an icon and a lit candle. You may also include anything that you may want to have blessed (i.e.
icon, cross, personal item, etc.) Make sure that the lights are on in every room. The priest will begin the blessing at the icon corner
or table. If you have children, they may lead the priest, while holding a candle, to each room in the house. This is also a wonderful
time for you and your priest to visit and to get to know each other better.

i : Beatitude Sviatoslav, the Father and Head of the Ukrainian Greek Catholic
Church, said this on the 99t week of the great war that the Russian occupier brought to peaceful Ukrainian land.

The Primate noted that the war is a tremendous tragedy, a bleeding wound on the body of our people, which exhausts us,
seizing from us all that we call the aspirations and vitality of every nation.

“At the outset of this year,” said His Beatitude Sviatoslav, “the enemy intensified its air attacks on Ukraine. On the first day of
the new year, January 1, Kyiv fell into mourning. We commemorated 32 people who were killed by Russians in our capital the day
before. And on January 2, the enemy again launched an unprecedented massive air attack, including against Kyiv.”

As we mourn our fallen, the Primate noted with regret, while we heal our wounds, we urge the whole world to hear the voice
of an unbreakable country: Ukraine stands! Ukraine fights! Ukraine prays!

The spiritual leader noted that this week, Ukraine celebrated one of the most significant Christian holidays — the Epiphany:
“We believe that through the Lord’s power, evil will perish in the waters of the Jordan, and God’s blessing, which we seek to bring
to all homes of Ukrainians, even to military dugouts and trenches, to bomb shelters, will serve as the force for the revival of the
Ukrainian people.”

The Head of the UGCC also recalled that in these days, we rejoiced that Ukraine managed to rescue more than 200 prisoners
of war from the hands of the modern Pharaoh and return them home: “We express our gratitude to Pope Francis, Vatican
diplomacy, and all international institutions that helped in this endeavor.”

There are thousands of Ukrainians, the Primate noted, who are being punished in the clutches of the Russian pharaoh. Let
us not forget about them. Let's do everything to return them to their Motherland.
