Epistle: A reading from the Letter of Saint Paul to the Romans: (Romans 12:6-14)

Brothers and Sisters, we have gifts that differ according to the favor bestowed on each of
us. One’s gift may be prophecy; its use should be in proportion to his faith. It may be the gift of
ministry; it should be used for service. One who is a teacher should use his gift for teaching; one
with the power of exhortation should exhort. He who gives alms should do so generously; he who
rules should exercise his authority with care; he who performs works of mercy should do so
cheerfully. Your love must be sincere. Detest what is evil, cling to what is good. Love one another
with the affection of brothers. Anticipate each other is showing respect. Do not grow slack but be fervent in spirit; he whom you
serve is the Lord. Rejoice in hope, be patient under trial, preserve in prayer. Look on the needs of the saints as your own; be
generous in offering hospitality. Bless your persecutors; bless and do not curse them.

At that time, Jesus reentered the boat, made the crossing, and came back to his own town. There the people at once brought
to him a paralyzed man lying on a mat. When Jesus saw their faith he said to the paralytic, “Have courage, son, your sins are
forgiven.”

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Pastoral and Sacramental Ministry: Baptisms: by appointment.  Marriages: six months’ notice should be given to the parish
priest, and he should be contacted before any other arrangements are made. Reconciliation: by appointment.  Holy Communion: for
the sick, by appointment, any time. Holy Unction (Anointing of the Sick): Those anticipating surgery, hospitalization or treatments and who
would like to receive anointing (by appointment, any time). Funerals and Memorials: by appointment.
