Brothers and Sisters, each of us has received God’s favor in the measure in which Christ bestows it. Thus, you find Scripture
saying: “When He ascended on high, He took a host of captives and gave gifts to people.” “He ascended” — what does this mean
but that He first descended into the lower regions of the earth? He who descended is the very one who ascended high above the
heavens, that He might fill all people with His gifts. It is He who gave apostles, prophets, evangelists, pastors and teachers in roles
of service for the faithful to build up the body of Christ, till we become one in faith and in the knowledge of God’s Son, and form
that perfect man who is Christ come to full stature.

At that time, when Jesus heard that John had been arrested, he withdrew to Galilee. He left Nazareth and went down to live
in Capernaum by the sea near the territory of Zebulun and Naphtali, to fulfill what had been said through Isaiah the prophet: “Land
of Zebulun, Land of Naphtali along the sea beyond the Jordan, heathen Galilee: a people living in darkness has seen a great light.
On those who inhabit a land overshadowed by death, light has arisen.” From that time on Jesus began to proclaim this theme:
“Reform your lives! The kingdom of heaven is at hand.”

Instead of “Itis truly...”- O my soul, magnify Christ the King, baptized in the Jordan. Irmos (Tone 2): Every tongue is at
a loss to praise you as is your due, O Mother of God. Even a spirit from above is filled with dizziness when seeking to sing your
praises. But since you are good, accept out faith, for you know well our love inspired by God. For it is you who protect all Christians;
therefore, we magnify you.

Communion Verses: The Grace of God has appeared, bringing salvation to all (Tim. 2:11). Praise the Lord from the
heavens; praise Him in the highest (Ps 148:1). Alleluia! (3x).
