Epistle: A reading from the First Letter of Saint Paul to the Corinthians: (1 Cor. 8:8 - 9:2)

Brothers and Sisters, now food does not bring us closer to God. We suffer no loss through failing to eat, and we
gain no favor by eating. Take care, however, lest in exercising your right you become an occasion of sin to the weak.
If someone sees you, with your “knowledge,” reclining at table in the temple of an idol, may not his conscience in its
weak state be influenced to the point that he eats the idol-offering? Because of your “knowledge” the weak one
penshes that brother for whom Christ died.

7) To
the best of your ability, you are in the state of Grace. If for any of these or other reasons you cannot receive Holy Communion, you are
very welcome to come for a blessing. Please indicate to the priest that you would like to receive his blessing.

The blessing of homes constitutes an invocative blessing, meaning that by his prayer and by the sprinkling of Holy Water the priest
invokes God'’s blessings and protection upon the home and those living in it. We bless homes for many reasons:

to reveal the home as what God had created it to be, a way to Heaven

to rid the home of every evil T to show that the family is a small Church unit in Christ

to consecrate the home and all activity in it to God tto fill the home and all who live in it with the fullness of God

By sanctifying our homes we RN
extend the grace of God to our individual dwellings. MENU

Just as our souls, so also our homes become tainted by the sins of those
living in them and consequently lose God’s protective power. We cleanse  {§#@®l Pyrohy Perogies $12.00 per dozen
our souls of sins at least once a year and the church is blessed with the
newly blessed water every year, so should our homes be sanctified with Holy
Water to invoke God’s blessings and protection on it and its inhabitants. As
we renew the insurance on our home every year, so we should renew our
insurance of God’s protection and His blessing which is of greater
importance and more effective.

What should we do during a home blessing? As we welcome our priest
during the holy season of Theophany to bless our home, let us be mindful
that he is bringing to us the "blessing of the Jordan," and that unless God
protects and blesses our home, we "labour in vain." (Ps. 12 7:1)

Each family is considered a small church and the family table is the home
altar. When the priest comes, have as many family members there as
possible. If you do not have an icon corner, ensure that you set up a place
for prayer either at the kitchen or dining table. On the table include an icon
and a lit candle. You may also include anything that you may want to have
blessed (i.e. icon, cross, personal item, etc.) Make sure that the lights are on
in every room. The priest will begin the blessing at the icon corner or table.

If you have children, they may lead the priest, while holding a candle, to each
room in the house.

CATECHISM OF THE UKRAINIAN CATHOLIC CHURCH “CHRIST - OUR PASCHA” teaches and
reminds us today: The Second Coming of Christ in Glory.

Divine Judgment

Ne 248: Christ teaches: “I do not judge anyone who hears my words and does not keep them, for | came not to judge the world
but to save the world. The one who rejects me and does not receive my word has a judge; on the last
day the word that | have spoken will serve as judge” (Jn. 12:47-48). The Judgment of God is this:
“The light has come into the world, and people loved darkness rather than light because their deeds
were evil” (Jn. 3:19). This judgment has already begun and is now; and the standard for judgment is
faith in Christ: “Those who believe in him are not condemned; but those who do not believe are
condemned already, because they have not believed in the name of the only Son of God” (Jn. 3:18).
Judgment depends upon faith and works of love: “As you did to one of the least of these my brethren,
you did it ... [or] did not do it to me” (Mt. 25:40-45, rsv-ce).

Ne 249: The Judgment of God began with the Incarnation of Christ (see Jn.1:9-13) and shall be
. ~fulfilled at his glorious second

‘-'- coming (see Mt. 25:31). However, “about that day and hour no one knows, neither the angels
of heaven, nor the Son, but only the Father” (Mt. 24:36). This Judgment will be fearful to all evildoers (see Mt. 7:23); but for the
righteous, it shall be a blessing (see Mt. 25:34).

Ne 250: If a person has fallen asleep in God, having repented of all sins, but has not yet achieved spiritual maturity—the fullness
of life in Christ—then that person enters the kingdom of God “as through fire” (1 Cor. 3:15). After death, such a person is still in
need of spiritual healing and cleansing of all stain, in order to dwell “in a place of light ... where there is no pain, sorrow, or mourning.”
(Trebnyk, Rite of Burial for a Layperson, Prayer of the ekteny for the deceased.) In the Church,
this healing condition of the dead is referred to as “purgatory.” (Council of Florence, Bull Laetentur ) > _
caeli [Let the Heavens Rejoice] (July 6, 1439); See also Catechism of the Catholic Church, Ne D()Nq r BEL[EV E‘)
1030.)

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For this reason, the Church prays for the departed: «Let us then give them aid and perform commemorations for them.
For if the children of Job were purged by the sacrifice of their father, why do you doubt that when we too offer for the departed,
some consolation arises to them? Since God is wont to grant the petitions of those who ask for others.» (John Chrysostom, Homilies
on 1 Corinthians, 41, 8: PG 61, 361.)

Ne 251:  Being unrepentant until death results in the tragic reality of hell. The fire of hell signifies an unrepentant person’s inability
to accept God'’s love. “The Word of God is light, which illumines the minds of the faithful; but at the same time, it is also the fire of
judgment, which consumes those, who ... abide in the night-darkness of this life.” (Maximus the Confessor, Questions to
Thalassium, 39, 3: PG 90, 392.)

Hell is not so much the punishment of God as it is the condition voluntarily chosen by the person. It is in this state, the
soul shall be found to be outside the order, and connection, and harmony in which it was created by God ... Not harmonizing with
itself in the purposefulness of its rational movements, it will experience the chastisement and torture that arises from warring with
itself, and feel punished by its own disordered condition. (Origen, On the Principles, I 1, 10, 5: PG 11, 257.)
