Liturgical Instruction: After the priest exclaims “Blessed is the Kingdom” and we have responded “Amen,” the clergy sing the 

following Troparion once and the people repeat it. Then the clergy sing the first half, and we conclude it. This is done every day until the 
Wednesday before Ascension Thursday. Christ is risen from the dead, conquering death by death, and to those in the tombs He 
granted life. (3x) 

 
Troparion (Tone 3): Let the heavens be glad, let the earth rejoice, for the Lord has done a mighty deed with his arm. He trampled 

death by death; He became the first born of the dead; He saved us from the abyss of Hades and granted great mercy to the world.

                                                            Epistle: A reading from the Acts of the Apostles’ (Acts 9:32-42) 
In those days, when Peter was making numerous journeys, he went – among the other places – to God’s holy people living in 

Lydda. There he found a man named Aeneas, a paralytic who had been bedridden for eight years. Peter said to him, “Aeneas, Jesus 
Christ cures you! Get up and make your bed.” The man got up at once. All the inhabitants of Lydda and Sharon, upon seeing him, were 
converted to the Lord. 

Now in Joppa there was a certain woman convert named Tabitha (in Greek Dorcas, meaning a gazelle). Her life was marked by 
constant good deeds and acts of charity. At about that time she fell ill and died. They washed her body and laid it out in an upstairs room. 
Since Lydda was near Joppa, the disciples who had heard that Peter was there sent two men to him with the urgent request, “Please 
come over to us without delay.” Peter set out with them as they asked. Upon his arrival they took him upstairs to the room. All the widows 
came to him in tears and showed him the various garments Dorcas had made when she was still with them. Peter first made everyone 
go outside; then he knelt down and prayed. Turning to the dead body, he said, “Tabitha, stand up.” She opened her eyes, then looked at 
Peter and sat up. He gave her his hand and helped her to her feet. The next thing he did was to call in those who were believers and the 
widows to show them all that she was alive. This became known all over Joppa, and because of it, many came to believe in the Lord.            

Alleluia (Tone 5): Of Your mercies, O Lord, I will sing forever; with my mouth I will proclaim Your truth from generation to generation 
(Ps 88:2). For You have said, “Mercy will be established forever” (Ps 88:3). 

Gospel (John 5:1-15) 
At that time Jesus went up to Jerusalem. Now in Jerusalem by the Sheep Pool there is a place with the Hebrew name Bethesda. 

It is five porticoes. Were crowded with sick people lying there blind, lame or disabled (waiting for the movement of the water).  
There was one man who had been sick for thirty-eight years. Jesus, who knew he had been sick for long time, said when he saw 

him lying there, “Do you want to be healed?” “Sir,” the sick man answered, “I do not have anyone to plunge me into the pool once the 
water has been stirred up. By the time I get there, someone else has gone in ahead of me.” Jesus said to him, “Stand up! Pick up your 
mat and walk!” The man was immediately cured; he picked up his mat and began to walk. The day was a Sabbath. 

 Consequently, some of the Jews began telling the man who had been cured, “It is the Sabbath, and you are not allowed to carry 
that mat around.” He explained: “It was the man who cured me who told me, ‘Pick up your mat and walk.’” “This person who told you to 
pick it up and walk,” they asked, “who is he?” The man who had been restored to health had no idea who it was. The crowd in that place 
was so great that Jesus had been able to slip away. Later on, Jesus found him in the temple precincts and said to him: “Remember, now, 
you have been cured. Give up your sins so that something worse may not overtake you.” The man went off and informed the Jews that 
Jesus was the one who had cured him.

Яффі одна учениця, на ім'я Тавита, що значить у перекладі Дорка (Сарна). Вона була повна добрих діл та милостині, що чинила. 
І сталося тими днями, що вона занедужала й умерла. Обмили її і поклали в горниці. А що Лідда лежить близько Яффи, учні, 
почувши, що Петро там, послали двох чоловіків з просьбою до нього: «Не отягайся прийти аж до нас!» Петро негайно рушив з 
ними. І як прийшов, вони його повели наверх у горницю, де всі вдови оточили його з плачем, показуючи йому туніки й плащі, що 
їх робила Дорка, бувши з ними. Велівши всім вийти з хати, Петро став на коліна й почав молитися, а повернувшись до тіла, мовив: 
«Тавито, встань!» І та відкрила свої очі й, побачивши Петра, сіла. Він же подав їй руку та й підвів її і, прикликавши святих та вдів,

REMINDER for families 
of individuals, who are admitted to hospital. If you or a family member is admitted to hospital and you wish to have a priest visit, please 

be sure to have someone call our parish rectory office to make this request. Your pastor may have no other way of knowing that you 
are in hospital, as privacy legislation.  

       SPIRIT OF CHRISTIAN AWARENESS: Dear parishioners, if our brother or sister in Christ, 
who usually sits next to you, is not in the Church today, please phone him / her and ask how 
he / she is doing. Let him or her know that our parish community misses his or her at the 
church very much and prays for them daily!  We also pray for the people of Ukraine, that with the 
help of the Holy Spirit, they may obtain social peace, political harmony and economic stability: Lord, 
hear us and have mercy.  
 

       Basic Guidelines for Reception of Holy Communion: You are a member of the Catholic 
Church (faithful of the Orthodox churches are very welcome to receive Holy Communion); 2) You 
have participated in the Sacrament of Confession at least during the Easter or Christmas seasons 
this past year if not more frequently; 3) You attend Divine Services regularly; 4) Your lifestyle is 
consistent with the teaching of the Catholic Church; 5) You have kept the Liturgical fast – no food at 
least one hour prior to the Divine Liturgy (water and medicine does not break the fast). 6) You have 
been in church from the beginning of the service, or at least heard the Gospel. 7) To the best of your 
ability, you are in the state of Grace. If for any of these or other reasons you cannot receive Holy 
Communion, you are very welcome to come for a blessing. Please indicate to the priest that you 
would like to receive his blessing.  

       Pastoral and Sacramental Ministry:  Baptisms: by appointment.    Marriages: six months’ 
notice should be given to the parish priest, and he should be contacted before any other 
arrangements are made.   Reconciliation: by appointment.      Holy Communion: for the sick, 
by appointment, any time. Holy Unction (Anointing of the Sick): Those anticipating surgery, 
hospitalization or treatments and who would like to receive anointing (by appointment, any time). 
Funerals and Memorials: by appointment.
