Brothers and Sisters, The God and Father of the Lord Jesus knows — blessed be He forever — that

| do not lie. In Damascus the ethnarch of King Aretas was keeping a close watch on the city in order to
arrest me, but | was lowered in a basket through a window in the wall and escaped his hands.

I must go on boasting, however useless it may be, and speak of visions and revelations of the
Lord. | know a man in Christ who, fourteen years ago, whether he was in or outside his body | cannot
say, only God can say — a man who was snatched up to the third heaven. | know that this man — whether in or outside his body |
do not know, God knows — was snatched up to Paradise to hear words which cannot be uttered, words which no man can speak.
