Brothers and Sisters, draw your strength from the Lord and his mighty power. Put on the armor of
God so that you may be able to stand firm against the tactics of the devil. Our battle is not against human
forces but against the principalities and powers, the rulers of this world of darkness, the evil spirits in
regions above.

The chief of the synagogue, indignant that Jesus should have healed on the Sabbath, said to
the congregation, “There are six days for working. Come on those days to be cured, not on the Sabbath.” The Lord said in reply,
“O you hypocrites! Which of you does not let his ox or ass out of the stall on the Sabbath to water it? Should not this daughter of
Abraham here who has been in the bondage of Satan for eighteen years have been released from her shackles on the Sabbath?”
At these words, his opponents were covered with confusion; meanwhile, everyone else rejoiced at the marvels Jesus was
accomplishing.
