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Liturgical propers in English language:

Liturgical Instruction: After the priest exclaims “Blessed is the Kingdom” and we have responded “Amen,” the clergy sing the
following Troparion once and the people repeat it. Then the clergy sing the first half, and we conclude it. This is done every day until the
Wednesday before Ascension Thursday. Christ is risen from the dead, conquering death by death, and to those in the tombs He
granted life. (3x)

Troparion (Tone 3): Let the heavens be glad, let the earth rejoice, for the Lord has done a mighty deed with his arm. He trampled
death by death; He became the first born of the dead; He saved us from the abyss of Hades and granted great mercy to the world.
Glory be to the Father and to the Son and to the Holy Spirit.

Kontakion (Tone 3): Lord, as of old You raised the Paralytic, lift my soul by Your divine presence, for by my many sins and foolish
actions, I, too, am now afflicted and crippled. Raise me, that being saved | may cry to You: Glory to Your power, O merciful Christ.

Epistle: A reading from the Acts of the Apostles’ (Acts 9:32- 42)

In those days, when Peter was making numerous journeys, he went — among the other places — to God’s holy people living in
Lydda. There he found a man named Aeneas, a paralytic who had been bedridden for eight years. Peter said to him, “Aeneas, Jesus
Christ cures you! Get up and make your bed.” The man got up at once. All the inhabitants of Lydda and Sharon, upon seeing him, were
converted to the Lord.

Now in Joppa there was a certain woman convert named Tabitha (in Greek Dorcas, meaning a gazelle). Her life was marked by
constant good deeds and acts of charity. At about that time she fell ill and died. They washed her body and laid it out in an upstairs room.
Since Lydda was near Joppa, the disciples who had heard that Peter was there sent two men to him with the urgent request, “Please
come over to us without delay.” Peter set out with them as they asked. Upon his arrival they took him upstairs to the room. All the widows
came to him in tears and showed him the various garments Dorcas had made when she was still with them. Peter first made everyone
go outside; then he knelt down and prayed. Turning to the dead body, he said, “Tabitha, stand up.” She opened her eyes, then looked at
Peter and sat up. He gave her his hand and helped her to her feet. The next thing he did was to call in those who were believers and the
widows to show them all that she was alive. This became known all over Joppa, and because of it, many came to believe in the Lord.

Gospel (John 5:1-15)

At that time Jesus went up to Jerusalem. Now in Jerusalem by the Sheep Pool there is a place with the Hebrew name Bethesda.
It is five porticoes. Were crowded with sick people lying there blind, lame or disabled (waiting for the movement of the water).

There was one man who had been sick for thirty-eight years. Jesus, who knew he had been sick for long time, said when he saw
him lying there, “Do you want to be healed?” “Sir,” the sick man answered, “I do not have anyone to plunge me into the pool once the
water has been stirred up. By the time | get there, someone else has gone in ahead of me.” Jesus said to him, “Stand up! Pick up your
mat and walk!” The man was immediately cured; he picked up his mat and began to walk. The day was a Sabbath.

Consequently, some of the Jews began telling the man who had been cured, “It is the Sabbath, and you are not allowed to carry
that mat around.” He explained: “It was the man who cured me who told me, ‘Pick up your mat and walk.” “This person who told you to
pick it up and walk,” they asked, “who is he?” The man who had been restored to health had no idea who it was. The crowd in that place
was so great that Jesus had been able to slip away. Later on, Jesus found him in the temple precincts and said to him: “Remember, now,
you have been cured. Give up your sins so that something worse may not overtake you.” The man went off and informed the Jews that
Jesus was the one who had cured him.

socio-ecological catastrophe on a global scale that forever changed the face of our land and the fate of millions of people.

Forty years, according to biblical tradition, is a special period: a time of probation, cleansing of memory and a deep rethinking of the
path taken, as well as the experience of God's presence among us. Just as the peo-ple of Israel once travelled through the desert for
forty years to the prom-ised land, so we have been carrying the burden of the Chernobyl disaster for four decades. Today we pause to
reflect on this path and draw les-sons for the future.

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First of all, let us bow our heads in respect before the achievement of the
liquidators. They became the living embodiment of the words of Christ:
“Greater love hath no one than this: to lay down one’s life for one’s friends.”
(John 15:13). These people went into the fire and overcame the
consequences of the nuclear disaster not for the sake of glory, but for the
sake of saving lives. Their sacrifice stopped the spread of deadly radia-tion,
and they became a living shield for all of Europe and the world.

Today, when Ukraine is once again burning in the flames of war, we see
the same spirit of self-sacrifice in our soldiers and rescuers. We prayerful-ly
remember everyone who gave their health and lives for our safety. May this
sorrowful anniversary become a day of prayer: let us pray for those who
Lord God’ we join His died while eliminating the consequences of this catastrophe.

Even after forty years, we know only a part of the numerous eco-social

hearts Of a" humanity that 3 tragedy ||k9 spiritual blindness of the Soviet system, which placed ideology above hu-

man life, and false greatness above truth and moral responsibility.

Chernobyl would never happen again! The experience of Chernobyl demonstrates that humankind cannot arbi-
trarily and with impunity rule over God's world. The disaster reminds us of
8:00 PM - Sunday -26 April 2026 our common responsibility for all of God's creation, for the environment. We

must realize that the abuse of the Creator's gifts — including: air and water
pollution, land depletion, destruction of nature, wasteful use of en-ergy and
resources - is a sin against God and against the present and fu-ture generations.

We are experiencing the current anniversary of Chernobyl in the condi-tions of a full-scale war that is destroying not only human
lives, but also God's creation - land, water and forests, turning them into a disaster zone. The enemy is using the civilian nuclear
infrastructure as a tool of blackmail. The occupation of the Chernobyl NPP at the beginning of the invasion and the constant threat to
the Zaporizhzhia NPP indicate that the lessons of the past have not been learned by everyone.

The world has once again found itself on a dangerous precipice, where human pride and irresponsibility can lead to new disasters.
In this context, we call on the international community to take decisive action to prevent a repetition of a tragedy whose scale could
exceed the events of 1986.

By destroying the energy infrastructure, the aggressor not only deprives people of their usual living conditions, but also directly
threatens the health and lives of millions. The tragic experience of Chernobyl and the modern challenges of war call us with particular
force to ecological con-version, of which the Church constantly reminds us.

So let us become wise and responsible stewards of the Creator's gifts. Every unit of energy saved, every tree planted, every
avoidance of exces-sive consumption is our contribution to preventing new environmental dis-asters.

The UGCC Bureau for Ecology on the fortieth anniversary of the Cherno-byl accident initiated the All-Ukrainian eco-social campaign
“Candle of Memory” under the slogan “Remember the past — protect the future”. Its goal is to honour the liquidators and victims of the
disaster, as well as to call for ecological repentance and active protection of the environment in the face of modern threats.

We invite all the faithful of our Church and people of good will to offer prayers for the repose of the souls of the deceased hero-
liquidators and for the health of those who still bear the burden of the consequences of the Chernobyl disaster. Let us light a “Candle of
Memory” on the windowsills of our homes on Sunday, April 26, at 8:00 p.m. as a symbol of our earnest prayer and hope for the healing
of creation. Let us be in solidarity with those who need medical and social assistance as a result of the Chernobyl accident.

May the Lord, who conquered death by His resurrection, help us to heal the wounds of Chernobyl. Let us implore the risen Christ
for the gift of ecological conversion, so that we may be worthy witnesses of God's love, overcome evil, protect our common home, and
multiply the gifts of the Creator.
